campus by offering up to $4000 in scholarships to 

qualifying students.  
 

◊ The Alumni of Distinction Award: Each year at 

graduation, the PGAA recognizes an alum who has 

demonstrated excellence in his/her profession as 

well as dedication &  service to the community and 

to the University of Pittsburgh at Greensburg. 
 

◊ Outstanding Faculty Award: Every year the PGAA 

pays recognition to the faculty member who    

demonstrates excellence at the University of     

Pittsburgh at Greensburg 
 

◊ Community Service Award: Pitt-Greensburg       

students are encouraged to volunteer their time in 

the community.  This  PGAA award is designed to 

honor the student who best exemplifies the spirit of 

volunteerism.  
 

◊ Class Agents:   The PGAA selects Class Agents to 

represent each graduating class. This a very     

special honor. Agents become actively involved in 

the association during their senior year and help 

develop a loyal alumni base for the PGAA. 

 
 

◊ Graduate & Parent Recognition: PGAA hosts a 

special reception, gives every graduate a gift, and 

offers professional photographs of the diploma 

presentation and commemorative DVDs of the 

ceremony. The PGAA also hosts an Annual Parent 

Appreciation Dinner and sponsors the Legacy 

Presentation program (which allows parents who 

are Pitt alumni from any campus the opportunity 

to present their son or daughter’s diploma during 

the commencement ceremony).

◊ Pitt -Greensburg Alumni Association for Students: 

PGAAS is a dues paying organization that serves 

as the primary liaison between the students and 

the alumni. PGAAS members collaborate with  the 

PGAA to help create stronger relationships       

between the university and its alumni.
