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The Certificate in Latin American Studies is
designed to promote the knowledge and
understanding of Latin American and the
Carribean through multidisciplinary study and
field experience. It provides students with a
broad background in the long and complex
history, intersecting politcal, economic, and
social structures, and diverse cultures of the
region.

Each course for the Latin American Studies Certificate must be completed with a grade of C- or better.
